Lance MacNevin, P.Eng. is the Director of Engineering for the Building & Construction Division 
at the Plastics Pipe Institute (PPI), where he leads engineering research, education, and tech-
nical advocacy for plastic pressure piping systems. With more than 30 years of experience in the 
plastic pipe industry, he has worked extensively with PEX, CPVC, PE-RT, polypropylene, and 
polyethylene piping used in plumbing, hydronic heating and cooling, geothermal, and fire protec-
tion applications. Lance plays a key role in the development of North American codes and stand-
ards, serving on technical committees for organizations including ASHRAE, ASPE, ASTM, CSA, 
AWWA, IAPMO, ICC, and IGSHPA. He is a frequent author, speaker, and industry resource rec-
ognized for translating technical research into practical design and code guidance.

Howdy Chicago Chapter Members! Hope you all have been staying warm this past month, itôs the sea-
son for bursting pipes! This monthôs topic comes from a recent learning experience on how we as de-
signers document our venting systems and the subtle differences in codes that we work with.   
 
Horizontal Venting Limitations below the Flood Level Rim of the Fixture: 
Venting is a fun topic in our industry; ask 10 plumbing engineers how to vent a bathroom group and 
youôll get 10 different code compliant designs, and in the end the plumber will chose a venting strategy 

that is also code compliant and different than everything the engineer designed.  
 
One subject that gets discussed often, especially in shop drawing review times, is the horizontal vent routing below the 
flood level rim of the fixture, which changes depending on the code. Some commonalities across all codes I re-
searched below are:  
 
1. Dry vent connections to horizontal waste pipe must be taken off above the centerline of the pipe and shall rise ver-
tically or at an angle not more than 45 degrees from the vertical. 

2. Horizontal Wet Venting is allowable, with restrictions, but generally a wet vent cannot be used for any other pur-
pose than a wet vent. This is a contractor favorite to solve many of our issues.  

 
Below is a breakdown by code jurisdiction, focusing on their differences or listed exceptions: 
 
Illinois ï Title 77 Part 890 
Section 890.1450 (b): Vents must rise, as described in #1, and cannot offset horizontally until 6ò above the flood level 
rim of the fixture. Exceptions to this rule are Wet Vents and floor drain vents, which may route horizontally, see rules 
on Wet Venting (890.1500). 
Chicago ï Title 18-29 
Section 18-29-905.4: Every dry vent shall rise vertically to a minimum of 6ò above the flood level rim of the highest 
trap. Horizontal Wet Venting is allowed, see section 18-29-912 Combination Drain and Vent Systems for details.  
Wisconsin ï SPS 382 
Section 382.31 (15).1: Except for Wet vent piping, the connection of a vent to horizontal drain piping shall be at a point 
above the horizontal center line of the drain piping.  
Section 382.31 (15).2: Vent piping serving a wall-outlet fixture may not offset horizontally less than 36ò above the floor 
but in no case lower than the elevation of the highest flood level rim of any fixture served by the vent.  
 
This language in the Wisconsin code allows for floor-outlet fixtures (like Floor Drains) to have a dry vent that routes 
horizontally below the flood level rim of the fixture, so long as (15).1 rules are followed. 
 
Michigan ï 2021 IPC 
Section 905.4: Dry Vents must rise, as described in #1. The exception to this dry vent rule is vents for outdoor inter-
ceptors. Horizontal Wet Venting is allowed, see section 912.1 for further details.  
IAPMO / 2021 UPC 
Section 905.2: All vents must rise, as described in #1. Section 905.3 Unless prohibited by structure, horizontal dry 
venting is not permissible. Horizontal Wet venting is allowed, see section 908 for rules, the most surprising to me was 
that no Wet vent shall exceed 6ft in developed length.  
 
When code does not allow the use of horizontal dry venting below the flood level rim of fixtures it requires us as de-
signers to route our waste piping differently. One option is to route your waste near or under walls above so that the 
dry vent can rise directly vertically off of the pipe and into the wall above. Tricky spaces are open penthouses with floor 
drains; in my experience I have found that using structural columns, AHUs, or other large equipment to route my vent 
vertically in the space is helpful.  
 
The most common option to help vent our systems and solve the main issue here is the use of Horizontal Wet Venting. 
This essentially allows the contractor to route this wet vent line as if it is a waste line. Each code has its own rules 
around wet venting that you should make yourself familiar with.  
 
As our industry starts requiring more detailed, coordinated and constructable designs it is important that what we draw 
in our models is reflective of code compliant systems. This is why it is important to understand all of the limitations put 
on our sanitary waste routing, especially venting.
